2. From the back side, snap the TRR cage clamp to the TRR windshield hook as shown in image c2 & c3. These parts are designed
as a tight-fit and require some force to properly snap together. When properly installed, they will not come off. See diagrams

below for proper installation example.

TRR cage clamps should not come off easily during installation. If so, repeat this step until proper fit is achieved. They

will not come off when properly installed.

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d) Install and secure the assembled windshield to the vehicle
by rotating/snapping the TRR cage clamps to the vehicle
roll bar cage as shown in images d1 & d2 & d3. Adequate
force is required to rotate/snap the clamp to the roll bar.

TRR clamps must be properly installed. If not, the windshield will not be properly
secured to the vehicle and may fly off when riding/towing. Serious injury may occur.

CAUTION

Please understand that open trailer towing can result in windshield/roof damage due to
high wind pressure and road debris. Towing at Highway Speeds (75+ mph) for
EXTENDED periods (over 100 miles) causes constant and extreme pressure at the mount
areas, and is not recommended. Spike suggests removal of roofs/windshields if towed in
these conditions-removal will also create less drag on the tow vehicle. Lower speeds (60
mph) or two-lane roads are no problem.

CAUTION

NEVER trailer your vehicle oriented backwards with a
full front windshield in place. Windshield could break
away.

ALWAYS trailer your vehicle facing forward.
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2. Maintenance and Care
Tighten all hardware after first use and periodically thereafter.

CLEANING:

= Rinse with lukewarm water; wash gently with mild soap or detergent and lukewarm water, using a soft cloth or sponge. DO
NOT SCRUB or use brushes or squeegees.
» Rinse again. Dry with soft cloth or moist cellulose sponge to prevent water spotting.
= To remove wet paint, glazing compound or grease, rub lightly with a good grade of VM&P naphtha or isopropyl alcohol,

then wash and rinse. DO NOT USE GASOLINE.
NOTICE: Abusive cleaning procedures by hand washing or automated washing equipment will eventually result in visual
hazing, loss of light transmission and coating delamination.
